171 Prime Cattle 
A dry morning allowed harvesting to continue and thus a 

shortage of cattle materialised. A flying trade all through with 

an overall trade of just below 160p/kg. Plenty of buyers and a 

strong level of demand for all shapes and sizes with twice as 

many clean cattle and 100 bulls required. 

 The lowest steer entry for sometime did not help to fill viable 

loads with bullocks selling to 177p/kg and to £1172.60. A nice 

show of butcher’s heifers met a dear trade, with cattle to 190p 

on two occasions. Second quality cattle easily sold but all 

buyers are looking for meat! 

Some quality bulls forward saw a competitive trade to 

average 158p/kg. Continentals topped at 184p/kg and to 

£1142.76 per head. A distinct shortage of Holstein bulls sold 

to 159p/kg. 

106 Clean Cattle 

12 steers sold to an overall average of 161p/kg. Many more 

steers required with one buyer leaving with 16 cattle instead 

of 40 and another in similar difficulty. 554kg Limousins to 

177p with 506kg Blues to 168p both from Mr Davies. 510kg 

Lims to 170p for Harold Pugh. 694kg & 768kg Lims from 

John Dudleston sold to £1172.86 & £1148.16 respectively. 

652kg Lims to £1039.94 for David Preece. Dave Chilton’s 

Limousin realised £1018.70 for 670kg at 167p/kg.  

MANY MORE STEERS REQUIRED 

94 heifers sold to an overall average of 161p/kg. 470kg Lims 

from Matthew Parkes sold top 190p/kg as did a 492kg model 

from Ed Green. The Green stable also sold to 188p for 500kg, 

186p for 498kg and 181p for 512kg. A cracking run of 

Continentals from Dave Chilton saw 454kg to 188p, 526kg to 

189p, 530kg to 189p (£1001.70) and 482kg to 185p. Marianne 

Bason’s heifers sold to 188p for 500kg and 185p for 552kg 

(£1021.20). 608kg Lims from Dave Preece sold to £1094.40, 

600kg from Nigel Kinsey hit £1071.00 and 658kg sold to 

£1036.35 again from the Dudleston’s. 

MORE HEIFERS URGENTLY NEEDED

602kg Lims to 184p (£1107.68) from James Paddock closely 

followed by 730kg Charolais realising £1095 for the same 

producer. Murray Roberts sold 562kg to 179p and 642kg to 

178p (£1142.76). Mr Probert sold 568kg to 179p, 626kg to 

178p (£1114.28) and 584kg to 177p. Plenty of others sold 

above 170p/kg and over £1000. 

Holsteins to 159p from Howard Fish with more Black &
