184 Prime Cattle 
A much improved trade with buyers seemingly short of cattle? An 
overall average of 150 pence per kilo resulted, with many cattle as 
dear as they have been. The normal ring of buyers attended with one 
buyer leaving totally empty handed. 
The shortage of heavy steers continues, with best wholesaling cattle 
generally hard to find. A decent show of butcher’s beasts met a 
roaring trade on the best sorts. Heifers to 190p/kg and passed 180p 
on many occasions. Steers sold to 175p/kg on two occasions. 
However some steers and heifers were lean enough but, as grass 
cattle need housing now and lack of space in the sheds, has resulted 
in some cattle being sold too soon. 
A marvellous young bull trade, with well finished bulls easier to sell. 
Blonde bulls sold to 170p/kg. Friesian bulls to 143p/kg. 
 
103 Clean Cattle 
20 steers sold to an overall average of 152p/kg. Not enough cattle 
here to satisfy orders, with Ray Bason’s 494kg Lim to 175p/kg. Nigel 
Fieldhouse’s Lim cross Blues to 175p, 174p & 174p/kg for 550kg, 
530kg & 528kg. 524kg Lims to 166p/kg from Gordon Jones. 

MORE STEERS URGENTLY NEEDED 
83 heifers sold to an overall average of 159p/kg. A cracking run 
Continentals from Ray & Marianne Bason sold to 190p/kg for 474kg. 
They also achieved 184p, 183p, 182p x 2, and 179p/kg for 448kg, 
476kg, 518kg, 434kg & 452kg. Ed Green’s Limmies achieved 189p, 
187p & 182p/kg for 460kg, 502kg & 488kg. 464kg Blondes to 184p 
from Brian Watkins. 494kg Blondes to the same from David 
Digwood.

Mainwaring to 168p, 166p & 165p/kg all just over 500kg. 596kg 
Lims to 168p from George Morris. 558kg Lims to 166p from Craig 
Evans. Several other vendors achieved prices in excess of 160p/kg. 
Henry & Richard Yates’ Red & White Friesians sold to 143p, with 
dairy bred bulls averaging 120p/kg including “71p” specials. Our 
entry included 20 Holstein/Friesian bulls.

Trade a little sharper but with too many cattle forward that were 
wasted and required further finishing. 700kg Limousins sold to 
114p/kg with 658kg Blondes to 110p/kg. 752kg meat Holsteins sold 
to 104p/kg. Steaking and large boners much dearer, with best 
steakers past 90p/kg. Boners 50-80p unless very small. 
550kg Limousin heifers to 118p. 680kg Blue heifers to 112p. Lean 
Charolais steers 602kg to 109p/kg.
