A much improved number forward with the ‘cold snap’ over for 
the time being. Cattle were not quite as sharp a trade as last 
week’s bonanza with an overall average of just below 158p/kg 
resulting. The normal ring of buyers attended with a recent bull 
order operating once again. 
Steer trade was very satisfactory to average 163p/kg with 
Continentals selling to £1295.96. 186p/kg was top price for a 
handy 544kg model. A decent show of meated butcher’s cattle 
saw shop cattle selling to the heady heights of 217p/kg with 3 
others in the 190 pence’s. Less shapely cattle with lean finish a 
buoyant trade, with more commercial and/or over fat cattle not 
quite up to last Tuesday’s levels. 
A cracking good bull trade saw shop bodies selling to 193p/kg. 
Holsteins were once again a revelation selling to 155p/kg.

For the time being we continue to sell 30-48 month cattle in this 
section. As their values become more in line with the UTM 
cattle, we are more likely to put them in the clean cattle UTM 
section – this day seems much closer now. 
620kg Limousin cows sold to 140p/kg with 644kg to 133p/kg. 
636kg and 754kg Simmentals both to 129p/kg, the latter 
realising £1010.92. 682kg Holstein meat cows sold to 117p/kg. 
Steaking cows very dear selling above £1/kilo. Boning cows 
generally 70-80p/kg. 
5 heifers 30-48 months sold to 165p/kg for 730kg (£1204.50) 
with another Limousin 660kg to 158p/kg. 4 steers 30-48 
months saw 734kg Limousins selling to 157p/kg (£1152.38). 
746kg dairy Limousins to 142p/kg. 696kg Limousins to 
156p/kg or £1085.70. 
Blonde stock bulls 924kg sold to 111p/kg, 872kg and 792kg 
Limousins to 109p/kg and 107p/kg.

63 steers sold to an overall average of 163p/kg. Nigel 
Matthews’ 544kg Limousin sold to 186p/kg (£1011.84). Nigel 
Matthews’ Blue 642kg made 185p/kg (£1187.70). 614kg Blues 
to 180p/kg from Neil Preece. 648kg Limousins to 179p/kg from 
Mulberry Homes. 724kg Blues to 179p/kg from Richard Preece 
(£1295.96) and was top price per head. 564kg to 177p/kg from 
JJ Johnstone Farms’ Limousins. Jim Thomas and Richard 
Ince’s Continentals both sold to 175p/kg. Friesian bullocks with 
belly to 130p/kg. 

 

163 heifers sold to an overall average of 156p/kg. A cracking run of 
Limousin heifers from George Evans sold to 217p/kg for 502kg 
(£1089.34) with two others 512kg and 520kg to 195p/kg. 478kg 
Limousins to 190p/kg from the Swinnerton stable. John Hurcott’s and 
Ray Bason’s Limousins to 188p/kg for 514kg and 488kg respectively. 
500kg Blues to 184p/kg from Neil Preece. Many decent sorts sold 
from 170-181p/kg. Hereford heifers to 139p/kg. Holstein heifers sold 
to 115p/kg.
