A reasonable entry forward met a similar trade. All cattle
between 30 and 48 months are now sold in the clean section, so
this must be taken into account when looking at average prices
which includes them. The actual average including these was
155p/kg on everything.

Fewer best steers forward but there were a sprinkling of shapely
butchers heifers. Steers sold to £1,264.12. Heifers sold to
£1,081.08 with a top price per kilo of 194p/kg and 192p/kg for
two heifers. 30-48 month cattle sold to £1134.

A tremendous bull trade saw handy weight Limousins to
194p/kg. Heavier bulls sold to £1,207.14 for 682kg with many
over £1,000. Holstein bulls were very short in number and sold
to 165p/kg and a top price per head of £875.80. 30-48 months
bulls to £952.80 for Charolais.

35 Over Thirty Month Cattle

A very firm trade saw 696kg Limousins to 120p/kg. 650kg
Holsteins sold to 118p/kg, with 720kg Welsh Blacks to the
same. 942kg fat Herefords topped the section however at
£1,083.30, with meated Holsteins to £930.96 and £900.34. Very
few plain cows fell below 80p/kg unless below 200kg dead.
956kg meated Angus stock bulls to 115p/kg (£1,099.40).
