163 Prime Cattle 
A disappointing show of cattle with a very mixed bag quality 
wise and a stronger Holstein influence than recent sales. An 
overall average of 152p/kg reflected the ‘belly’ forward and not 
necessarily a drop in values. There is no doubt however, that 
the meat trade is struggling to sell product to profit at the 
moment. 
One or two decent supermarket cattle entered this morning 
along with several runs of Holstein steers. Best bullocks sold to 
180p/kg with a top per head achieved of £1,269.84. Butcher’s 
heifers were a little thin on the ground and sold to 189p/kg and 
passed 180p/kg on eight occasions. 
There were some bad percenting cattle presented and these 
were as dear, if not dearer than last week’s trade. 
Quality bulls almost non-existent with the lowest number of 
bulls for many weeks. Continentals still sold to £1,313.64, with 
Holstein vendors highly delighted with their prices. 
It must be remembered that the above averages include 30-48 
month cattle.

606kg fed Blonde cows sold to 142p/kg with 604kg and 678kg 
to 133p/kg and 128p/kg respectively. 538kg Charolais to 
122p/kg with 836kg Blue crosses to the same and realised 
£1,019.92 
814kg Limousins to 121p/kg (£984.94) with best meated 
Holsteins to 117p/kg for 672kg and 804kg Black and Whites 
realising £908.52. Boning cows seldom below 75p/kg unless 
very small and plain.

George Evans 
topped this department again at 189p/kg for 476kg with another 
to 184p/kg (£1,048.80). Terry Davies, Mr Roberts and John 
Thomas all sold their Limousins to 185p/kg. 644kg Blues from 
Dave Froggatt sold to £1,030.40, with 646kg Simmentals to the 
same from David Preece. Little Herefords to 124p/kg from Bill 
Aston.
