242 Cattle forward  

A few less clean and bulls forward this morning but a 

better number of cows. A very decent trade- well in front 

of deadweight centres who continue to drop prices and 

will no doubt get short of product soon! The overall 

average on bulls and clean was 147p/kg which reflected 

mixed goods, with the best cattle today not quite up to last 

week’s standard. 

Butchers cattle met the customary firm trade although the 

butchers were not quite as keen, as they tried to clear up 

old stock. Wholesaling cattle vastly in front of abattoir 

values with steers selling to £1234.02. Plenty of second 

rate beasts saw values at least as dear. 

A slightly improved bull trade with the average hiding 

this fact with a large Holstein influence forward this 

morning. Continentals sold to 168p/kg. 
 

40 Cows/Stock Bulls (av. 92p/kg) 
A much better entry and an improved trade. 710kg 

(£802.30) and 694kg fed Continentals to 144p/kg, with 

544kg sold to 97p/kg on two occasions. Plain steaking 

cows to 91p/kg. Boning cows a fair go selling to 79p/kg. 

Blonde bulls to 80p/kg but very lean.

A small entry of 

bullocks with a decent top end and a definite tail end!
