198 Prime Cattle

Trade much firmer as numbers tighten nationally.
Butchers beasts met an exceptional trade with any quality
cattle seeing an upturn in values. Best Continental bulls
probably saw the most pronounced lift, with abattoirs
requiring them back for immediate slaughter. An overall
average of 153p/kg resulted with the normal ring of
butchers, agents and wholesalers producing competitive
bidding from start to finish.

Heavy steers were probably no dearer than last week’s
good trade, but handy weights sorts and heifers took a
step forward. Steers sold to 175p/kg or £1195.56. Heifers
sold to 201p/kg. Second quality beasts proved much
dearer with less over fat sorts forward.

Bulls were a sharp trade with only Holsteins not seeing a
marked upturn. Continentals sold to 178p/kg or £1055.04.

32 Cows sold to average 98p/kg

A sharp trade here also, with some meat forward but not
top quality. 650kg Limousins sold to 118p/kg with 570kg
Blue crosses to 115p/kg. Meat Holsteins were generally
bag and belly but sold to 103p/kg with others over £1/kg.
Steaking cows sold generally in the 90 pence’s. Boning
cows sold from 60p/kg if terribly plain up to 84p/kg.

123 Clean Cattle

40 steers sold to average 153p/kg. Pete Raybould sold to
656kg and 574kg Limousins and British Blue crosses to
175p/kg and 169p/kg. 534kg and 582kg Limousins from
Harold Pugh and Simon Wadlow respectively achieved
167p/kg. Grass steers from Gerald Kincaid sold to
165p/kg for 642kg. Hereford steers off grass to 149p/kg.
The livestock market continues to more in front of
deadweight quotes for this week- please continue to
support. This would reflect an average deadweight price
of 278p/kg on the whole market.

A super run of Limousin and Blue
crosses from George Morris sold to 189p/kg, 185p/kg and
181p/kg from 438kg, 474kg and 458kg. 514kg Limousins
to 189p/kg from John White. 500kg to 187p/kg for
Richard Skellern. 442kg to 183p/kg for Dave Chilton.
Grass Herefords to 137p/kg for Henry Lewis. Holsteins to
119p/kg.

16 Holstein bulls are included in the above average. 532kg
Blue crosses sold to 178p/kg for Brian Williams. 546kg
Limousins sold to 177p/kg for Cyril and Neil Perkins. 602kg
Blues for Goulburn Farms hit 174p/kg, with another 580kg
to 171p/kg from the same stable. Ed Green and Eddie
Thomas both sold Limousins to 171p/kg, with Charlie
Lloyd’s 534kg model to 170p/kg and Mike Evans’ Blue
cross realising likewise.
