Fewer cattle forward with a good harvesting day ahead.
Quality clean beasts were thinner on the ground this
morning, with more commercial breaking cattle penned.

There was plenty of competition around
the ring with a full buying contingent present.
Supermarket cattle were in short supply- especially the
best, with steers selling to 183p/kg or £1226.72. Butchers
heifers sold on flying trade to 200p/kg and 201p/kg, with
grass heifers to £1059.52.
