172 Prime Cattle  
A dearer trade all round, with cattle number tightening up 
as the Christmas holidays draw nearer. Although the 
average of 150p/kg does not sound a better trade, there 
were more run of the mill beasts forward with O+ heifers 
making past 170p/kg. The normal ring of buyers attended, 
with strong competition from start to finish with only 
very fat cattle not too saleable.  
Quality steers and heifers in very short supply, with those 
buyers requiring best butchers beasts having to lower 
their sights and buy a lesser animal. Steers sold to 
178p/kg or £1127.96. Heifers sold to 199p/kg or 
£1145.70 per head. Supermarket beasts almost non-
existent, with several of these over thirty months which 
sold to a dearer trade, with O+ heifers passed 130p/kg.  
Bull trade a little firmer with well finished Continentals 
and Holsteins at a marked premium. Continentals to 
185p/kg or £1145.70 and Friesians to 158p/kg. 
 

27 Cows sold to ov av. 82p/kg 
Cow trade a little firmer, with numbers presumably 
beginning to tighten. 
750kg Belgian Blue x cows to 103p/kg. Meat Holsteins 
were not the very best but sold to 90p/kg for 720kg. Lean 
steaking Holsteins to 86p/kg for 642kg. Small, lean 
boners sold down to 50p/kg. Deadweight quotations will 
need to rise in the New Year on this trade. 
 

94 Clean Cattle 
13 steers sold to average 153p/kg. 452kg Limousins sold 
to 178p/kg from Ray Bason, with another Shorthorn x 
bullock to 173p/kg for 488kg. 652kg Limousin to 
173p/kg from Dave Chilton. There were a sprinkling of 
OTM steers selling to 130p/kg for Angus crosses. 
81 heifers sold to average 158p/kg. A roaring trade saw 
498kg British Blue crosses to 199p/kg from Robert 
Morris. 522kg and 538kg Red Limousin to 196p/kg and 
191p/kg both from Ray Bason. Dave Chilton’s decent run 
of mainly handyweights sold to 186p/kg and 185p/kg for 
510kg and 508kg. 476kg Limousins to 185p/kg from Sam 
Swinnerton. 496kg Blondes to 185p/kg from Steve 
Perkins. Heifers on the 165p/kg-175p/kg looked very 
dear. 10 over thirty month cattle are included here selling 
to an improved trade as long as they were well finished. 

 

 

78 Young Bulls ov. av 143p/kg 
39 Holstein and Friesian bulls are included in the averages. 
A good run from Rob Morris sold to 185p/kg for 558kg and 
175p/kg for 606kg, both Limousin crosses. Murray Roberts 
sold to 172p/kg and 171p/kg for 592kg and 598kg. 658kg to 
168p/kg  for Limousin crosses from Dave Brick with 592kg 
Blondes to 168p/kg from Howard Mold. 746kg and 762kg 
Limousins to £1141.38 and £1127.76 with 786kg to 
£1116.12 all from John Hewitt. 708kg ‘Holstein cross’ to 
£1118.64 from Mr Brick once again. 676kg and 724kg 
Blondes both passed £1100 for Mr Mold.  
A useful Friesian from Peter Jones sold to 155p/kg, with 
genuine Holsteins to 152p/kg from Geoff Bower. 
The overall black and white average was 127p/kg including a 
49p/kg special!

Despite the trade easing significantly on Monday, a 
reasonable entry of sheep forward at Bridgnorth. With 
vendors’ expectations lower, trade was surprisingly brisk – a 
little easier than last week, but well in front of Monday’s 
levels. 
Purchasers reporting strong price resistance both here and 
overseas, supermarkets reducing shelf space for English 
lamb in favour of cheaper imports and seasonal meats. 
Peter Morris’ Beltex lambs sold to a top price of 185p/kg 
and heavy Suffolks from HF Hodgetts to a top price per head 
of £81.90. Generally, Continental export sheep trading 
around 170p/kg. 
Light lambs very mixed in quality to 168p/kg – more light 
lambs required next week.
